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In 2017, the mining industry produced direct output valued at $5.9 billion, and there were 9,807 direct mining jobs.
As mining firms purchased intermediate goods and services and workers spent their incomes, an additional
$4.3 billion of indirect Arizona output was created, along with another 26,133 jobs. The total economic impact of the
Arizona mining industry was $10.2 billion of output and 35,940 total jobs. Each mining industry worker
supported an additional 2.7 jobs in the overall economy in 2017.
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
